SHIELD INSTALLATION

The inspection pan shield shipped with every Mach 6, prevents spillage of coins when
processing large batches of coins. Insert the shield into the notches of the inspection pan.
The tabs of the shield will lock the shield into position.

Lifting the corner as shown in the installation drawing allows the pan to swing to the right
and tilt upward, transferring the coins to the sorting disc. The next batch of coins can then
be placed in the pan and inspected while the first batch is sorting. Returning the pan to its
rest position quiets the sorting operation considerably.

If a magnet is used, move the inspection pan to the right before lifting so the magnet clears
the rear housing / printer.

To remove the inspection pan for access to the sorting area, first close the pan then lift the
rear of the pan up slightly and, if a printer is installed, toward to the rear of the machine to
remove.

5.2 SUB AND GRAND TOTALS

5.2.1 SUB TOTALS

1. When all coin batches have been processed, press the <sub> key. The Sub Total screen
will be displayed. The screen displays the sub total for all batches counted, since the
last time the sub-total was cleared.

2. Press the <accept> key to clear the Sub Total and print the information (if a printer is
utilized).

NOTE:
1. The sub total only prints when SUB TOTAL screen is displayed.
2. Clearing the subtotal DOES NOT clear the grand total.

3. Press the <batch> key to return to the Batch Total Screen.
4. Repeat for all subsequent sub totals.
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5.2.2 GRAND TOTALS

1. When all Sub Totals have been processed, press the <grand> key. The Grand Total
screen will be displayed. This screen displays the total of all coins and media counted
since the last clearing of the Grand Total.

2. Press the <accept> key to print the Grand Total if a printer is utilized.

NOTE: The Grand total only prints when Grand Total screen is displayed.

3. Press the <batch> key to return to the Batch Total Screen.

5.3 MACH 6 WAVE (COIN AUTHENTICATION)

The MACH 6 WAVE is equipped with Coin Authentication and is calibrated at the factory
to accept your local coin set. Coins that do not fall into the parameters of your coin set are
rejected into the offsort drawer, located on the right side of the machine.

CHECK OFFSORTS

CHECK OFFSORTS SCREEN

When foreign coins or genuine coins have been rejected. The screen shown above will be
displayed for a few seconds after you press the <accept> key. This will allow you to check
the offsort drawer before a Batch is accepted.

1. Remove any rejected coins from the offsort drawer.

2. Check for local coins that are not damaged returning any good coins to the inspection
pan and press the <start / stop> key.

3. Empty the inspection pan into the sorter. The coins will be sorted and accepted or may
be returned to the offsort drawer.

4. Coins that continue to be rejected do not meet the parameters of genuine coins. This
could be due to small nicks, dents or other defects.

5. If you are certain the rejected coins are genuine.

7. Press the <enter> to turn Wave OFF (Coin Authentication).

8. WAVE will be removed from the display, the coin Authentication is now off.

9. Place the rejected coins in the inspection pan.

10. If the coins are severely damaged. They may count as another denomination.
11. Empty the inspection pan into the sorter. The coins will be sorted and accepted.

12. Press the <accept> key to accept the Batch. The Batch will be accepted and the Wave
(Coin Authentication) will automatically turn on.

When a large amount of foreign or damage coins are mixed in with good coins, the reject
drawer may overfill. “CLEAR COIN BACK UP” error message will be displayed. Empty the
reject drawer. Press the <start/stop> key to return to the batch total screen. Press the
<start/ stop> key to continue.

WAVE BLOCKED

WAVE BLOCKED SCREEN

The ERROR message WAVE BLOCKED will appear when the Wave sensor is blocked. A
coin resting on the glass window of the sensor, a coin blocking the window or an
accumulation of dirt on the widow are the common reasons for the error message.

EXAMPLES OF COINS BLOCKING SENSOR

1. Remove the Elastic Drive Disc. Hold the outer edge of the Elastic Drive Disc with one
hand and turn the clamping knob counter clockwise and remove the Elastic drive disc.

2. Check for a coin that may be resting on or blocking the window of the Sensor.
3. Remove any coins found in the locations shown.
4. Replace the Elastic Drive Disc and restart the Mach.

5.4 BAGSTOP

1. The sorter will stop when any of the coin denominations being sorted reaches a
predetermined bagstop amount.

2. The Display will indicate which denomination has reached a bagstop. In the unlikely
event the coins in the drawer / bag exceed the bagstop, the message OVER will appear
as well at the number of extra coins.

3. Empty the coin drawer or exchange the coin bag. Remove the number of extra coins
from the full drawer / bag and put them in the new drawer / bag.

4. Press the <start / stop> key. If more than one bagstop was reached at the same time
the second bag stop will be displayed.

5. Once all bagstops are cleared the batch total screen will be displayed.
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6. Press the <start / stop> key to finish the batch.

NOTE: A common error is pressing the <accept> key after a bag stop. When the accept
key is pressed before the <start / stop> key after a bagstop, USE CORRECT KEY
SEQUENCE will appear on the display for a few seconds and then return to Batch Total
screen. Press the <start / stop> key to finish the batch.
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6 SET BAG STOPS

Bag Stop quantities may be set or changed any time the Mach sorter is not counting.
When a bag stop is changed, any existing partial counts for the modified denomination are
reset to zero. It is not advisable to adjust the bag stop without removing any partially filled
bags or manually entering partial count totals before continuing coin processing.

Bag Stop

A Bag Stop is the desired maximum number of coins each coin bag contains. Bag Stop
quantities are adjustable for each denomination and can be set for either bag Value or total
bag Unit count (i.e. number of coins).

Note: Establishing Bag Stops by value or unit is determined at installation through the
programming mode. Once selected, only denomination value or unit count will be
available to the user during routine Bag Stop programming.

. Once all bag stops are set press the <batch> key to return to the batch total screen.
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7 EDIT PARTIAL COUNTS

Bag Count quantities will be displayed in Value or Units depending on which is selected in
the programming mode. In Edit Partial Counts mode coins may be manually added or
subtracted from the coin count. A bag count may also be cleared for an individual
denomination or all bag counts may be cleared at once.
